Loya, the silverback, spent a lot of time alone
vocalising as his group followed another
silverback, Makassa. Makassa continued to
feed in the presence of human observers
without apparent concern.

Mondika: The Mététele gorilla group has
a new member. With this new birth, the
group now has 18 individuals, including
7 infants.

Elephant Listening Project (ELP) :

While the team are confined in
Brazzaville, 50 acoustic units are still
functional in the field.

Wildlife Health Program (WHP):

The two parrots seized by USLAB Tala-
Tala are still receiving care at the WCS-
Ouesso office pending their transfer to
the Bomassa Rehabilitation Centre.
